followed by the completing of a number of upper division microbiology courses
selected by each student based on their specific interests. Microbiology
graduates go on to careers in basic research, health professions, industry,
agriculture and the environment, and food science.

Grade requirements: C- or better in all lower division math, biology, and chemistry coursework

e Other similar majors to explore: BioHealth Sciences, Biology, Biochemistry & Molecular Biology,
Biochemistry & Biophysics, and Zoology.
Math, Chemistry and some Baccalaureate Core are priority courses to complete before transferring to OSU.

e For Microbiology students, the best time to transfer is fall term, particularly due to the required three term
science series courses.

e Itis important to speak with a College of Science Advisor early on, and often, to ensure correct course
selection and sequencing.

e Students do not have to complete a transfer degree in order to transfer to OSU.
o If you've completed the Oregon AAOQOT, all requirements of the Baccalaureate Core are complete
except for Synthesis Courses and Writing Intensive Courses.
