Important Notes for the College and Major:

+ Grade requirements: Students need a C- or better in all lower division math, biology, and chemistry
coursework.

+  Other similar majors to explore: Biology, Animal Sciences, and Fisheries & Wildlife.

+ Math, Chemistry and some Baccalaureate Core are priority courses to complete before transferring to OSU.

+ For Zoology students, the best time to transfer is fall term, particularly due to the required three term science

series courses.
